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Stakeholder Outreach 2: Summary

Overview
Pierce County Parks is developing design concepts for the Pipeline Trail. To gauge stakeholder priorities and solicit feedback, Pierce County Parks hosted a second stakeholder workshop on Wednesday, February 5, from 6 to 8 p.m. at the Mid-County Community Center (10205 44th Ave E, Tacoma, WA 984465). The workshop included informational boards arranged around the room, and light refreshments. The project team described the proposed improvements and invited feedback from participants. After the presentation, attendees could view the boards, ask questions of the project team, and provide feedback via conversations with staff or write directly on the boards.

The workshop drew 33 attendees. All attendees listened to the presentation and most visited the design boards afterwards.  Many attendees engaged in conversations with the project team and/or provided written comments and/or sticker dots on the design boards. Nine attendees left behind comment cards.

Much of the feedback this evening focused on drainage issues.  Also of concern were continued questions regarding driveway access and illegal dumping and parking on the current TPU ROW. Attendees appreciated that the presentation was focused on the concerns they had shared at the first meeting and were, in turn, complimentary of the new design considerations.
